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A NOTE ON THE PROCEDURE OF PRESENTING GROSS DEMANDS TO THE VOTE OF
THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY

Under the provisions of the Constitution, it is not permissible to withdraw any money from the Consolidated Fund of the State except under appropriation
made by law of the Legislature. In other words, positive expenditure to be incurred during a financial year out of the Consolidated Fund of the State
under each major head of account or a demand is required to be specifically authorised by the State Legislature, notwithstandinG the receipts or recoveries
under the major head or demand which are adjusted in reduction of the expenditure thereunder, according to the principles of accounting laid down
by the Comptroller and Auditor General of India. Accordingly, a schedule showing the gross appropriations for the year 2022-2023 which are put to
the vote of the Legislative Assembly and also those that are proposed to be charged on the Consolidated Fund of the State is printed at pages 1 to
107. Expenditure included in some of the demands in the Scheduled pertains to more than one Minister. For convenience such demands are shown
in the name of the Minister controlling the largest provision.

2. The Governor of Maharashtra has recommended to the Maharashtra Legislative Assembly the consideration of the demands for grants for 2022-
2023 specified in the Schedule of Appropriations as required by Article 203 (3) of the Constitution of India.
