Vidarbha Irrigation Development Corporation was sevidp VIDC ordinance No. /97, dated 12-3-1997
issued by the Hon. Governor of MaharashtrateSon 12th March 1997 and subsequently the MaficeObf
Vidarbha Irrigation Development Corporation has started to funat®sh 30th March 1997. Hon. Governor gave
consent to the enactment passed by Maharashtra Legislature Council for establishiDg the 28thApril 1997.
VIDC setup under the clause 3, sub-clafi3®f the saidAct is a Corporation and it has its own common SEz.
Corporation is empowered to enter into agreement for acquisition of movable and immovable assets and to dispos
off all such assets.

PreviouslyTen selected Major Projects\didarbha Region were transferred to the Corporation with the inten-
tion to complete them within a approximate period of 5 years. However as there is a provision in the constitution of
corporation for expanding the jurisdiction of Corporation hence Govt. of Maharashtra, transferred 8 Major Projects,
54 Medium Projects and 248 Minor Projects to this Corporation in addition to previously transferred 10 Major
Projects.

The jurisdiction of Corporation is now for compléfedarbha Region due to transfer of all projects under
Survey Construction and Projects to be taken in future falling under the control of Chief EngiatsrResources
Department, Nagpur are transferred to the Corporation since the year 2007.

10. No insurance cover has been provided for most of the assets and the assets
stands exposed to the risk of normal Non-insurance cover,

11. There Is scope for strengthening the internal check and procedures within the
working of the Corporation considering the size of the Corporation.

12. Break-up of Bond Series as on 31-3-2014 was as follows:

The_bonds_are lully redeemed during the  year-under—audit—TFhe—bonds- were
secured by a tripartite mechanism between the Corporation, the bond holders and
the trustees whereby assets equivalent to more than 1.25 times of the bond value
are mortgaged with the bank. Steps are to be taken for the 'Release Deed’, to
free the Charge on the Assets of the Corporation.

13. The head 'Contingent Liability’ on the Corporation is not quantified. Efforts should
be made to quantify this head as a footnote to the Balance Sheet.

14. As per the policy of the Corporation, expenditure incurred on account of L.T,C.,

Festival Advance (FA) and Travelling Advance (TA) are debited to expenditure in
the year of payment & the recoveries adjusted against the advarces given are
credited to concerned head In the year of recovery, Therefore Current Assets are
understated and Administrative Expenses :are overstated to the extent of such
advances outstanding for recovery at the end of the financial year. Disclosure for
the LTC/FA/TA advances outstanding for recovery needs to be glven in the
Financial Statements.

Vide an Ordinance in the year 2000-01 it was proposed to merge the 24 divisions
of Irrigation Department in the Corporation, which was later on not passed by the
State Legislature. During such time the Corporation has given amounts to the
