1996 and vested administration, control and management of 48 State ports in 
MMB.  

 

The Government of Maharashtra has taken a decision to develop its ports 
through private sector participation and declared its port policy in the year 1996. 
Over the years, the port policy has been revised from time to time i.e. in the year 
2000, 2002 and 2010 to make it more entrepreneur- friendly and facilitate smooth 
development of the ports by attracting private investment in the port sector. 

 

The Government of Maharashtra had been successful in signing Concession 
Agreements with private port developers for development of Rewas-Aware and 
Dighi ports in Raigad District, Dhamankhol-Jaigad and Lavgan-Jaigad (Angre) 
ports in Ratnagiri district and Vijaydurg & Redi ports in Sindhudurg district.

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Further, it gives me immense pleasure to announce that the LNG terminal of 
Ratnagiri Gas & Power Pvt. Ltd. (RGPPL) at Dabhol in Ratnagiri District of 
Maharashtra, which was defunct for quite a long period, has commissioned 
handling of LNG ships. With the commencement of this LNG Terminal, 
Maharashtra has become one of the coastal states in the country handling LNG.  

The Maharashtra Ports recorded an increase of about 21% in cargo handling 

over the previous year & handled MT in 24.19 MT in 2012-13 as against 19.94 

MT in 2010-11. 

The port facilities along the Maharashtra coast continued to handle a mix basket 

of commodities which included iron ore (fines/ palates, steel pipes, steel coils 

lumpy), Cement and Clinker, Coal, Bauxite, Sulphur, Rock Phosphate, 

Containers & Molasses, etc.  Chemical cargo, namely, Vinyl Chloride Monomer 

(VCM), Ethylene and Ethylene Dichloride (EDC) were also handled at captive 

port facility at Pawas Bay, Dist. Ratnagiri. Coal handling occupied the highest 

share of commodities at 43% followed by iron ore and products at 33%, others at 

16% and cement/clinker at about 8%. The import cargo accounted for is about 

87% of the total cargo, whereas export cargo accounted for is about 13% of the 

total cargo. 

The passenger movement in the ports of Maharashtra also registered an 

increase of 3% over the previous year. We are exploring new ferry routes on the 

coast of Maharashtra with special thrust on Ro-Ro services. These ferry services 

would be instrumental in reducing the burden on road transport to some extent 

apart from saving valuable time and money. It will further boost the tourism in the 

coastal district of the State.  

I am confident that MMB will take all out efforts to ensure that various policy 

initiatives are implemented by the Board to facilitate overall development of 

maritime sector.

The Board is chaired by the Honorable Minister (Ports) Govt. of 

Maharashtra and has a Chief Executive Officer who leads the hierarchy of 

officers managing the various functions of the organization. 

The role of MMB is to facilitate development of the non-major ports and 

this is done through the involvement of private players in establishing multi-user 

ports as well as captive terminals. The MMB has under its wing 48 port limits and 

is continuously looking at proposals to further develop the 720 km coastal stretch 

that belongs to the state of Maharashtra. 

Apart from guiding the process of investment the Board is also responsible 

for the administrative framework including the rules and regulations that the 

ships, employees, vessels and related parties must abide by. 

The scope of Maharashtra Maritime Board as a facilitator goes beyond to 

building ports and also, includes continuously looking at ways to tap the potential 

of the maritime sector. Amongst their recent undertakings is development of an 

Inland Transport System besides initiatives in coastal shipping, ship construction 

and repair.

With a view to develop multi-user port facilities capable of handling all types of 

cargo like bulk and break-bulk, containers, petroleum and chemicals, the State 

Government has decided to develop its non-major ports which have a good potential and 

economic viability. A new port policy was announced by the State Government on 

20.8.2010 to improve upon the existing port policy to make it more user-friendly and 

dynamic.

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Ship Construction & Repair Yard: 

The coast of Maharashtra has been a ship-building center for many 

centuries. The expertise and the manpower available in the local area make this 

business more attractive. In addition, Mumbai being the hub of off shore activity, 

a large no. of jack up rigs, oil platforms, off shore supply vessels, tugs, barges, 

etc. which has been operating for over 20 to 25 years are due for major repairs 

and maintenance. This provides an excellent opportunity for ship repair activity 

for meeting the requirement of the off shore industry. Small/medium scale ship 

construction is yet another area which has not been exploited. 

 
In the recent years there has been growing demand for ship-building and 

repair services. Maharashtra provides an excellent framework for such activities. 

This is reflected by the number of companies operating shipyards in the state 

such as Bharati Shipyard at Ratnagiri and Usgaon, Dabhol and M/s. Mech 

Marine Eng. Ltd. at Safale, Palghar, Dist. Thane. M/s Great Offshore Ltd. has 

also set up a Floating Dry Dock (FDD) in Trombay channel, Thane creek.

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Update on Hydrographic Department :-  

 The hydrographic department of Maharashtra Maritime Board (MMB) 
provides bathymetric data for planning and execution of various coastal and 
maritime infrastructure projects.  The department undertakes hydrographic 
surveys related to navigational safety and port development.  Since its inception 
in the mid 1960s, with dedicated efforts the department has built up a data bank 
of over 1512 bathymetric fair sheets covering the entire coastline of Maharashtra, 
dotted with numerous creeks and rivers.  These fair sheets are made available to 
the users of these waterways, whenever required, for developmental activities on 
payment basis. Maharashtra is one of the few coastal state, where this kind of 
extensive hydrographic database of the rivers, creeks and tidal inlets connected 
with the sea has been created.The department has three full-fledged survey 
parties equipped with survey launches, Jeep, Modern survey equipments like 
dual Frequency Echo Sounders, Differential Global Positioning System, Current 
Meters, Acoustic Tide Guage, Total Station, Automatic Level & Hydrographic 
Software like Hypack Max Software etc.  

 

Training: 

 In order to keep pace with technological advancement in survey 
techniques regular in-house training has been conducted for the staff.   

 

Surveys: 

 During 2012-2013, hydrographic survey at around 36 locations were 
undertake towards meeting the requirement of port development, safety of 
navigation and for dredging requirement.
