allotment of time, for discussion, whether he wishes to proceed
with his Bill or Resolution. If he intimates that he does not wish
to proceed with his Bill or Resolution or fails to give intimation
orally or in writing as aforesaid, the committee may not allot
any time for his Bill or Resolution.

(2) Only those Private Members’ Bills or Resolutions for
which time has been allotted by the committee shall be included
in the order of Business for the appointed day in order of their
relative precedence as determined by the ballot.

(3) Inthe case of Private Members’ Resolutions, the committee
shall allot time to three or less number of Resolutions which are
available for discussion by virtue of Rule 106 (4).

(4) In respect of Private Members’ Bills, the list of Six Bills
shall be prepared by taking out ballot of the introduced Bills and
in order of their relative precedence as determined by ballot and
out of these Bills the committee shall allot time to four or less
number of Bills with the consent of the members concerned.

Committee of Privileges.
In pursuance of the provisions of Rule 283 of the Maharashtra

Legislative Assembly Rules, the Speaker, Maharashtra Legislative
Assembly, is pleased to issue the following directions, namely :—

1. In these directions, unless the context otherwise requires,—
(a) “ Committee ” means the Committee of Privileges
appointed by the Speaker under Rule 278 of the Maharashtra
Legislative Assembly Rules ;
(b) “ Chairman ” means the Chairman of the Committee of

Privileges ;

(c) “Meeting ” means the meeting of the Committee of
Privileges ;

(d) “Member ” means a Member of the Committee of
Privileges ;

(e) “Rules ” means the Maharashtra Legislative Assembly
Rules.

2. All persons, other than the Members of the Committee, the

officers of the Maharashtra Legislature Secretariat and such other
persons as may be expressly permitted by the Chairman to attend
the meetings, shall withdraw from the sittings of the Committee.

3. (a) A member desiring to make any observations at the

sittings of the Committee shall address the Chairman and make
all remarks to other members through him.

(b) A member shall not speak unless the Chairman calls him.

(¢) Any member who desires to interrupt, while another member

is speaking, shall seek the permission of the Chairman to do so.

(d) The Chairman may, if he considers that sufficient discussion

has taken place on a question, put the question without further
discussion, to vote and arrive at a decision.

“Issued on 7th November, 1960.
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(e) A member desiring to reopen a question on which the
Committee has already taken a decision, shall, in the first instance,
obtain the permission of the Chairman to do so.

4. The Chairman shall have power to regulate the conduct
of meetings of the Committee in all matters not specifically
provided for in the rules and the directions and subject to like
restrictions decide all questions of procedure and points of order,
etc., raised in the course of the meetings of the Committee and
his decision thereon shall be final.

5. (a) A verbatim record of the proceedings of the Committee
shall be maintained by the Secretary’s Office.

(b) Copies of such proceedings may, under the directions of the
Chairman, be made available to all the members of the Committee.

6. (@) The proceedings of the Committee including it’s report
or any conclusions arrived at, tentatively or finally, shall be
treated as confidential until their presentation to the House
and the Committee may direct that the whole or a part of the
proceedings of the Committee or a summary thereof may be
laid on the table of the House.

(b) No contents of any paper or document marked “ Secret ”
or “ Confidential ” which is circulated to the members of the
Committee shall, except with the express permission of the
Speaker, be divulged by any member on the floor of the House or
in any other manner.

7. (a) The Chairman may, if in his opinion any document
presented to the Committee or any remarks or observations made
by anyone in the course of the proceedings of the Committee contain
words, phrases or expressions which are unparliamentary,
irrelevant or are not couched in respectful, decorous and temperate
language, or are otherwise, inappropriate, order such words,
phrases or expressions to be expunged from the proceedings.

(b) Notwithstanding anything contained in (a) above, the Speaker
shall in like circumstances, have powers to order expunction or to
review all decisions regarding expunction from the proceedings and
his decision thereon shall be final.
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8. After a question of breach of privilege has been referred by
the Speaker to the Committee of Privileges either under Rule 277
or 284 the Chairman shall, as soon as practicable, call a preliminary
meeting of the Committee to consider the said question of privilege
and to determine, subject to the specific provisions made in this
behalf in the Rules and the directions, the procedure generally to
be followed in regard to the matter under inquiry, which, in its
opinion, is most suited for the purpose.

9. If, after going through the relevant material placed before it,
the Committee is of opinion that a prima facie case of breach of
privilege has not been made out, it may report to the Assembly
accordingly.

10. Ifthe Committee considers that further inquiry is necessary,
it may take such evidence and examine such witnesses and in such
order as it may determine and may issue notices in the prescribed
form to the witnesses (First Schedule: Forms ‘A’ and ‘ B’).

11. All evidence before the Committee shall be taken on oath in
the prescribed form (First Schedule : Forms ‘ C”).

12. The Committee may in the examination of witnesses be
guided, wherever necessary so far as; procedural matters are
concerned, by the principles of ordinary law of the land such as the
Civil Procedure Code, the Criminal Procedure Code and the Law
of Evidence, etc., and the principles of natural justice.

13. A witness may be asked to place before the Committee any
other relevant information which, though not actually covered by
the enquiry under consideration, the Committee may think
necessary.

14. The Committee may, under the directions of the Speaker,
permit the concerned parties to be heard by a Counsel appointed
by them and approved by the Committee.

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15. (a) The expenses on travelling etc., of a witness or witnesses
at the place of examination shall be borne by the respective parties
which call such witness or witnesses ;

(b) In the case of witnesses summoned by the Committee on its
own motion, the expenditure on their travelling shall be borne by
the Maharashtra Legislature Secretariat in accordance with the
following provisions :—

(i) The Secretariat shall, in the first instance, determine, on
the analogy of the various categories of Government employees,
the status of the witness or witnesses, as the case may be, who
may be summoned by the Committee.

(ii) After determining the status of a witness as aforesaid, the
Travelling Allowance shall be paid to him at the rate as is
admissible under the Bombay Civil Services Rules to a
Government employee of a comparable status.

16. (a) The draft report of the Committee shall be prepared by
the Secretary and may be placed before the Committee after it is
approved by the Chairman.

(b) The Chairman may direct that the typed, cyclostyled or proof
copies of the draft report, together with any other documents
connected therewith, be circulated amongst the members of the
Committee at the time of, or before the date fixed for, the
consideration of the draft report.

17. With regard to any legal process to be served on any person
in pursuance of the orders of the Speaker, the Chairman, the
Committee, or of the House, as the case may be, such process shall
be served in the forms set out in the Second Schedule with such
variations as the circumstances of such case may require. The said
forms shall be used for the respective purposes therein mentioned.

Provided that, the Maharashtra Legislature Secretariat shall
not undertake circulation of a paper, document or report marked
“Confidential” or “Secret” unless it is meant for the members of
a Legislature Committee and is connected with their business ;

Provided further that, the Speaker may, if he thinks fit, direct
that a paper, document or report forwarded to the Maharashtra
Legislature Secretariat for circulation to members may not be
circulated.

Explanation.—For the purposes of this direction, the expression
‘paper’ includes invitations received from the Governor, Chief
Minister, Ministers and Secretariat Departments for circulation
to members to attend any function organized by them.

2. The Maharashtra Legislature Secretariat shall not
undertake circulation of any paper, document, report or other
material received direct from :(—

(1) Foreign mission ;

(2) Private bodies or individuals ; and

(3) Members of Parliament and of the Maharashtra

Legislature unless the papers received from them are connected
with the business of the House.

Presentations of Committee
Reports to the Speaker

In pursuance of the provisions of Rule 58 of the Maharashtra

Legislative Assembly Rules, the Speaker has issued the following
direction :—

(1) Ordinarily the report of a Committee shall be presented
to the House, but in case the Committee complete their report
when the House is not in session, the Chairman of the Committee
may present it to the Speaker.

(2) The Speaker may under the provisions of Rule 186 order
the printing, publication or circulation of the report before it is
presented to the House.

(8) Where a report is presented to the Speaker or where its
printing, publication or circulation has been ordered by the
Speaker, the fact shall be notified in Bulletin, Part II.

(4) The Speaker may direct that matters of factual nature or
patent errors may be corrected in the report presented to him
before the report is printed, published or circulated and later
presented to the House.

(5) The report shall be presented to the House during the
next session at the first convenient opportunity by the Chairman
or in his absence by a member of the Committee. While
presenting the report, the Chairman or in his absence the
member presenting the report shall confine himself to a brief
statement to the effect, that the report was presented to the
Speaker when the House was not in session and that orders for
its printing, publication or circulation were given by the Speaker
under rule 186.

(6) Where the Assembly is dissolved after the presentation of
the report to the Speaker, and before the presentation of the
report to the House, the report shall be laid by the Secretary on
the Table of the new House at the first Convenient oppurtunity.
While laying the report, the Secretary shall make a statement
to the effect that the report was presented to the Speaker of the
preceding Assembly before its dissolution and where it was
ordered by the Speaker to be printed, published or circulated
under Rule 186 the Secretary shall also report that fact to the
House.

(7) Direction No. (6) above shall apply mutatis mutandis to
the report required to be made to the House under rule 192.
