1. An Act to Provide for the Salaries and Allowances of Members
of The Maharashtra Legislature and Certain other matters. (Act 1956)

WHEREAS it is expedient to provide for the salaries and allowances of
members of the Maharashtra Legislature and certain other matters as
hereinafter appearing;

It is hereby enacted in the Seventh Year of the Republic of India as follows :—

1. Short title and commencement.—(1) This Act may be called the
Maharashtra Legislature Members’ Salaries and Allowances Act.

(2) It shall be deemed to have come into force on the 1st day of November 1956.

2. Definitions.—In this Act, unless there is anything repugnant in the
subject or context,-

(a) “Assembly” means the Maharashtra Legislative Assembly;
() “Chairman” means the Chairman of the Council,

(c) “Committee” means a committee of the Assembly or the Council
or a Joint Committee of both, as the case may be;

(d) “Council” means the Maharashtra Legislative Council,

(e) “Member” means a Member of the Assembly or the Council, as the
case may be ;

(f) “Minister”, “Minister of State” and “Deputy Minister” means
respectively a Minister, a Minister of State and Deputy Minister of the
Government of Maharashtra, and “Minister” includes the Chief Minister
and the Deputy Chief Minister ;

() “new Member” means Member who is elected or nominated to the
Assembly or Council after the commencement of the Bombay Legislative
Members’ Salaries and Allowances (Amendment) Act, 1969 (Mah, XXI of
1969), and includes a Member who is re-elected or renominated;

(g) “Parliamentary Secretary” means a Parliamentary Secretary to a
Minister ;

(h) “Speaker” means the Speaker of the Assembly;
(i) “term of Office” means.—

(a) in relation to a new Member, the period beginning with the
date when such Member takes his seat in the Assembly or, as the case
may be in the Council or such other earlier date as the State
Government may by order specify in this behalf, if he is not likely to
take his seat as aforesaid within fifteen days of the date of occurrence
of the vacancy or the date of the notification of his election or
nomination, whichever is later, and ending with the date on which his

seat becomes vacant;
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(b) in relation to any other Member, the period at whichever date
begun, before the commencement of the Bombay Legislature Members’
Salaries and Allowances (Amendment) Act, 1969 (Mah. XXI of 1969),
and ending with the date on which his seat becomes vacant.

3. Salaries to be paid to member and consolidated allowances.— (1) There
shall be paid to each member during the whole of his term of office a salary at
the rate of Rs. 8,000 per month.

(2) There shall be paid to each member during the whole of his term of office
per month a sum of Rs. 3,000 as a consolidated allowance for all matters not
specifically provided for by or under the provisions of this Act.

3A. [Salary and Allowances of Leaders of Opposition.] Deleted by Mah. 8
of 1978,s. 14(a).

4. Daily allowance to be paid to Members.— There shall be paid, subject
to such rules or orders as may be made under section 8 in this behalf, to each
Member a daily allowance at the rate of Rs, 1000. for each day of the period of
residence for the purpose of attending the Session of the Assembly or Council
or the meeting of the Committee, as the case may be, at the place where such
session or meeting is held or for each day of the period of residence at any place
where any business connected with the Members’ duties as Chairman of a
Committee is transacted or where any other business connected with his duties
as Member is transacted :

Provided that in the case of a Member who ordinarily resides or carries
on business at the place where such session or meeting is held or where such
business is transacted, there shall be paid to such Member subject to the rules
or orders as aforesaid daily allowance at the rate of Rs. 1000 for each day on
which he attends such session or meeting [or transacts such business; but a
break of not more than three days between two successive meetings [or days
on which such business is transacted shall be deemed to be days of attendance
or of the transaction of such business for such Member who does not leave
the place of session or meeting [or of the transaction of such business] during
such break.

Explanation.— For The purposes of this section and section 5, attendance
of a member, with the approval of the Speaker or the Chairman, as the case may
be at any place for participating in any refresher course in parliamentary
practice and procedure, or for being present at any seminar, conference or
meeting of any Parliamentary Association, University or other recognised body
on matters connected with any parliamentary affairs, shall be deemed to be
attendance of the Member at the place for transacting business connected with
his duties as a member.
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5. Travelling Allowance to be paid to Members.— (1) There shall be paid
to each Member a Travelling Allowance for a journey undertaken for the
purpose of attending the Session of the Assembly or Council or a meeting of a
committee to the place where such session or meeting is held [or for the purpose
of transacting any business connected with his duties as Chairman of a
Committee or of attending to any other business connected with his duties as
Member, to the place where such business is to be transacted, and for the return
journey from such place.

(i) at the rate of one one-half of the AC II tier fare for a journey by
railway or steamer, irrespective of the class in which the Member actually
travels, and

(i1) at such rate per kilometer for a journey by road, sea or river in
addition to the journey by railway or steamer, as may likewise by prescribed:

Provided that Member ordinarily residing or carrying on business at
the place where such session or meeting is held or where the business
connected with the duties as a Member is transacted, shall be entitled to
travelling allowance for the to and fro journey undertaken by him from the
place of his residence or business to the place where such session or
mettingis held or the business connected with his duties as a Member is
transacted, at the rate of rupees six per kilometer :”.

Provided further that, if a Member ordinarily resides or carries on
business at any place outside the State of Maharashtra, he shall be entitled
to travelling allowance under this section only for that part of his journey
which is performed within the limits of the State :

Provided also that, where a member travels [by railway or steamer]
in accordance with the facilities provided under section 5AC, or travels on
a free pass under section 5A he shall be entitled only to a travelling
allowance of an amount equal to one first class fare for the distance
travelled as if such journey had been performed by railway :

Provided also that, where a member travels by railway actually by air-
conditioned two-tier, or three tier he shall be entitled, if such journey is for any
of the purposes specified in this section or, as the case may be, in accordance
with the fancilities provided under section 5AC, to a travelling allowance of an
amount equal to one and one half of air-conditioned two- tier, or three tier or to
one such fare, as the case may be.

(1A) Notwithstanding anything contained in sub-section (1), any member may
undertake or perform journey by air from the nearest airport from his residence
to any cities or towns or from any cities or towns to the nearest airport from his
residence, within the State, total Thirty Two single journeys; and to Delhi from
the nearest airport from his residence or to the nearest airport from his residence
from Delhi, total Eight single journeys during the entire period of a year.
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Explanation.—For the purpose of this sub-section, in relation to a member
whose nearest airport from his residence is situated out of the State, the term
“nearest airport from his residence, within the State” shall include such airport
situated out of the State, which is nearest from his residence.

(2) Notwithstanding anything contained in section 4 or in this section, if a
session of the Assembly or the Council is adjourned for more than one day and
if a Member undertakes a journey from the place where the session is held to
the place where he ordinarily resides or carries on business and the return
journey, he shall be entitled to draw, at his option, either the daily allowance
for the period of such journeys or the travelling allowance.

5AA. Allowances to Chairman or Member of Committee when on tour on
duty in any part of India.—There shall be paid to the Chairman or a member of
Committee in respect of a journey performed by him in the course of a tour in
any part of India undertaken in the discharge of his duties as such Chairman or
Member, daily and travelling allowances at the same rates as are provided for
in section 1 and 5.

5AB. Chairman Committees entitled to travel by-air-conditioned coach or
by air.—Notwithstanding anything contained in section sections 5 and 5AA any
Member may, for the purpose of transacting any business connected with his
duties as [Chairman of any Committee] undertake or perform the journey
referred to in those section [either by railway in an air-conditioned coach or by
air] and in that case, he shall be entitled to receive travelling allowance of an
amount equal to one and one-fourth [of the fare for the air- conditioned class,
or as the case may be, of the air fare for each such journey].

5AC. Free transit by railway and steamer.—(1) Every member shall, be
provided with facilities, which shall entitled him at any time to travel singly by
first class [or as case may be, by air conditioned two tier [or three tier] by any
railway in any part of India, or by steamer in any part of the State of
Maharashtra, in such manner and subject to such conditions as may by rules or
orders be prescribed in that behalf :

Provided that such travel by railway in any part of India, whether within
the State or outside the State, may be availed of by the Member, either singly
or jointly with his spouse or with his minor children or jointly with his spouse
and minor children or companion so, however, that the distance so travelled by
the member outside the State and by the members of his family [or companion]
whether within or outside the State, in any financial year, does not in the
aggregate exceed thirty thousand kilometres.

Explanation.—Yet the purpose of calculating the maximum limit of [thirty
thousand kilometres] for travelling the number of kilometres travelled by the
Member outside the State, and the number of kilometres travelled by the
Member of his family [or companion] from the place of their residence, whether
within or outside the State, shall be counted separately.
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(2) (a) Notwithstanding anything contained in this Act, where a Member
either singly or jointly with his spouse or with his minor, children or jointly
with his spouse and minor children or companion undertakes a journey by air
in any part of India, whether within or outside the State, instead of by railway
as provided in this section, he shall be entitled, subject to the maximum limit of
thirty thousand kilometres for travelling, to claim travelling allowance, as if
he or both or all of them, as the case may be, had undertaken the journey by
first class by railway. In such cases, the difference between the fare for journey
by air and the fare for journey by railway will have to be borne by the Member.

() Where a Member, either singly or jointly with the members of his family
or companion as aforesaid undretakes a journey by steamer or road transport,
in any part of India outside the State, he shall be entitled, subject to the
maximum limit of thirty thousand kilometres for travelling, to claim the fare
for journey by steamer or road transport if it is less than the fare for journey by
first class by railway for the same distance or, if the fare for journey by steamer
or road transport is more than the fare for journey by railway for the same
distance, to claim the fare journey by the first class by railway for the same
distance, and he shall have to bear the difference between the two fares.

(3) In this section and in section 5A, where facilities are given to a member
to travel jointly with the spouse with or without minor children [or companion],
then in the case of a lady member, she shall be entitled to have these facilities
to travel, from time to time, jointly with her spouse or, instead, with any other
member of her family as defined in the Explanation below sub-section (2) of
section 6.

5A. Free transit by road transport service.—Every Member shall be
provided with one free non-transfereable pass together with a voucher book,
for reservation of ; seats without charge which shall entitled him at any time
[to travel either] singly or jointly with his spouse [or companion] by such road
transport services, including those provided by the Maharashtra Tourism
Development Corporation Limited (in any part of the State of Maharashtra in
which those services operate), in such class of accommodation therein, and
subject to such conditions as may by rules or orders he prescribed in that behalf.

5B. Daily allowance and travelling allowance to members on vacating
seats.—Notwithstanding anything contained in this Act, a person on ceasing to
be a Member, shall be entitled, and be deemed always to have been entitled.—

(a) for the day next succeeding the day on which he ceased to be a
member to daily allowance at the rate provided for in section 4 ; and

(b) for the return journey ; to travelling allowance at the rate provided
for in section 5 for such journey.

5C. Telephone facilities to Members.—(1) A Member shall be entitled to
have telephone installed at Government cost at the place where he ordinarily
resides or at any other place in the State which is also used by him for residence.
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The amount of initial deposit installation and rental charges shall be borne by
the State Government.

(2) Where a Member has a telephone installed at a place of his residence
referred to in sub-section (1) at his own cost, then the rental charges in respect
of such telephone shall be borne by the State Government.

(3) There shall be paid to every Member a sum of Rs. 8,000 per month
irrespective of the fact whether or not telephone facility has been provided
under this section or whether the Member has a telephone installed at his
own cost.

6. Amenities.—(1) A Member shall be entitled to residential accommodation
[either without payment of rent or on payment of such rent] and on such scale
and on such conditions and to such other facilities as may be prescribed by rules
or orders made under section 8 :—

Provided that, where any residential accomodation is provided to a Member
in any Hostel for the Members it shall be without payment or rent.

(2) Subject to rules or orders made under section 8, a Member shall be
entitled for himself and for Members of his family who are residing with, and
dependent on him, free of charge, to accomodation in hospitals maintained by
the State Government and to medical attendance and treatment.

Explanation.—for the purpose of this sub-section the expression “a member
of his family” means the husband, wife, son, daughter, father, mother, brother
or sister.

(3) A Member shall be entitled, free of charge, to the services of a Personal
Assistant. For this purpose, the Member may appoint any person, possessing
such qualification as may be prescribed by rules or orders made under section
8, as his Personal Assistant, subject to such rules or orders as may be made in
this behalf, the assistant so appointed shall receive a fixed salary or Rs. 15,000
per month from the State Government.

(4) there shall he paid to every Member a lump sum amount of Rs. 46,000
per month as a mileage allowance for the purpose of touring.

(5) There shall be paid to every member a sum of Rs, 10,000 per month for
stationery and postage.

6A. Travel facilities to members.—Without prejudice to the other provisions
of this Act, every member, who travels with his spouse [or companion] shall once
during every session be entitled to one first class railway fare or, as the case may
be steamer fare for his spouse [or companion] from his usual place of residence
to the place where the Session is held and for the return journey from such place:

Provided that, where a member and his spouse travel by railway actually
by air-conditioned two tier or three tier, he shall be entitled to one air-
conditioned two tier or three tier fare for his spouse.
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Amenities like Gymkhana, Club House—“6B. (1) The State Government
may, by order, subject to such terms and conditions as may he specified in the
said order, allot a piece of land, in the vicinity of Vidhan Bhavan, or MIA’s Hostel
in Mumbai, to the Maharashtra State Legislature for the purpose of making
available to the members of the State Legislature, amenities like Gymkhana,
Club House or Recreation Centre, etc.

Explanation.—For the purposes of this section, “the members of the State
Legislature” means the sitting and past members of the State Legislature.

(2) On allotment of the land to the Maharashtra State Legislature by the
State Goverment under sub-section (1), a managing Committee consisting of the
office bearers as specified below, shall be deemed to have been constituted from
the date of such allotment, for the management, supervision, running and
maintenance of such Gymkhana, Club House or Recreation Centre, etc, as the
case may be, namely:—

(a) Chairman .. ex-Officio Chairperson.

(b) Speaker .. ex-Officio Co-Chairperson.

(¢) Chief Minister .. ex-Officio Member..

(d) Deputy Chairman, Maharashtra .. ex-Officio Member.
Legislative Council.

(e) Deputy Speaker, Maharashtra .. ex-Officio Member.
Legislative Assembly.

(f) Deputy Chief Minister .. ex-Officio Member.

(g) Minister for Parliamentary .. ex-Officio Member.
Affairs.

(h) Leaders of Opposition in the .. ex-Officio Member.
Assembly and Council.

() Minister(s) of State, .. ex-Officio Member.
Parliamentary Affairs.

(/) One member each from the .. ex-Officio Member.

recognised political parties in
the State Legislature, nominated
by the Chairperson.

(3) The Chairperson shall appoint, from amongst the members, a
Treasurer and such other office bearers as deemed necessary, and the Principal
Secretary of the Maharashtra Legislative Assembly or the Maharashtra
Legislative Council, nominated by the Chairperson, shall be the ex-Officio
Secretary of the Committee.

(4) The objectives, the nature and scope of the activities, etc., of such
Gymkhana, Club House or Recreation Centre, as the case may be, set up on such
land by the Maharashtra State Legislature and the membership fees, the annual
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subscription fees or any other fees or charges to be collected from the members
by such Gymkhana, Club House or Recreation Centre, as the case may be, shall
be such as may be prescribed by the rules made in this behalf by the managing
Committee and such rules shall be laid, as soon as may be, after the same are
made, before each House of the State Legialture.

(56) The Managing Committee may make bye-laws for its Governance,
and for carrying out its functions and duties, consistent with the provisions
of this Act and the rules made thereunder and any order law for the time
being in force.

(6) The Executive Secretary of the Managing Committee shall be
responsible for convening the meetings of the Committee as per the
directions of the Chairperson and for recording the minutes of the meetings
and shall perform such other duties and functions as may be directed by
the Committee.

6C. Constitution of Fund.—(1) The Maharashtra Legislature Secretariat
shall on allotment of land by the State Government under section 6B, constitute
a fund to be called “the Gymkhana Fund”, “the Club Fund”, or “the Recreation
Centre Fund”, as the case may be. Such fund shall consist of,—

(i) Initial grant of not less than rupees five crores given by the State
Government, after appropriation duly made in this behalf, by law;

(i1) Membership fees, donations, endowments or any other money
received by such institution by way of rent or any other source.

(2) The Gymkhana, Club or the Recreation Centre, as the case may be, shall
keep the current and savings deposit account with the State Bank of India or
any other nationalised bank.

(3) Such account shall be operated by such office bearers as may be
authorised by the Managing Committee.

(4) The Managing Committee shall lay before both Houses of the State
Legislature, its Annual Report, not later than three months from the expiry of
every financial year. ”.

7. Minister, Ministers for State, Deputy Ministers, Speaker, Chairman,
Leaders of Opposition or Salaried Parliamentary Secretaries not entitled to
salaries and allowances under this Act.—Notwithstanding anything contained
in this Act, [a Minister, Ministers of State or Deputy Minister], the Speaker or
Chairman, [or a Leader of the Opposition] or a Salaried Parliamentary Secretary
shall not be entitled to any salary, allowances, or provision for residential
accomodation under this Act, by reason of the fact that [the Minister, Minister
for State, Deputy Minister], Speaker, Chairman, [Leader of Opposition] or
salaried Parliamentary Secretary is a Member of the Assembly or Council.
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8. Power to make rules and orders.—(1) (a) for the purpose of making
rules or orders under this section there shall be constituted a Joint Committee
of both Houses of the State Legislature consisting of five members from the
Council nominated by the Chairman and ten members from the Assembly
nominated [by the Speaker and the Finance Minister shall be its ex-officio
member and Chairman.

(b) The Joint Committee constituted under clause (¢) * * * * * ghall
have power to regulate its procedure.

(¢) A member of the Joint Committee [other than the Finance Minister]
shall hold office as such member for one year from the date of his nomination
and any casual vacancy in the Joint Committee may be filled by nomination by
the Chairman or the Speaker, as the case may be.

(d) The Joint Committee constituted under clause (a) may, in consultation
with the State Government, make rules or orders for carrying out the purposes
of this Act.

(e) Any rules or orders made under clause (d) shall not take effect until they
are approved and confirmed by the Chairman and the Speaker and are published
in the Official Gazette, and such publication of the rules or orders shall be
conclusive proof that they have been duly made.

(2) Any rule or order under this section may be made so as to be
retrospective to any date not earlier than the 1st day of November 1956.

(3) Rules or orders made under this section shall have effect as if enacted
in this Act.

9. Repeal.—The Bombay Legislature Members’ Salaries and Allowances
Act, 1937 (Bom. IIT of 1937) the Bombay Legislature Members’ Daily Allowance
Act, 1950 (Bom. XXI of 1950) the Bombay Legislature Members’ Travelling
AllowanceAct, 1950 (Bom. XLV of 1950) (in this section referred to as the said
Acts), and any law corresponding to the provisions of this Act in force
immediately before the 1st day of November 1956 in or in relation to any
territories which after that date form part of the new State of Bombay shall
stand repealed :

Provided that, notwithstanding such repeal any rules or orders made under
the said Act, shall, so far as they are not inconsistent with the provisions of this
Act, continue in force and be deemed to have been made under the provisions
of this Act, unless and until they are superseded by any rules or orders made
under this Act.
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2. THE MEMBERS OF MAHARASHTRA LEGISLATURE.
(ALLOWANCES) RULES, 1959

1. Short title.—These rules may called the Members of Maharashtra
Legislature (Allowances) Rules, 1959.

2. Definitions.—In these rules, unless the context requires otherwise,—

(a) “Act” means the Maharashtra Legislature Members’ Salaries and
Allowances Act. (Bom. XLIX of 1956) ;

(b) “day” means a period of twenty-four hours beginning at midnight;
(c) “House” means the Assembly or, as the case may be, the Council;

(d) “Member” means a Member of the Assembly or the Council, as the
case may be, but does not include a Minister, Minister of State or Deputy
Minister or the Chairman or Deputy Chairman or the Speaker or Deputy
Speaker or a Leader of Opposition or a Salaried Parliamentary Secreatary ;

(e) “period of residence” means the period beginning on the
commencement of a session of a House or meeting of a Committee and
ending on the termination thereof, during which a member resides at the
place where the session or meeting is held for attending the same; an
includes the day immediately preceding the commencement of the session
or the meeting and the day immediately succeeding the termination thereof;

() “section” means a section of the Act.

3. Daily Allowance.—Subject to the provisions of these rules a member
shall be entitled to draw daily allowance at the rate of [Rs. 1000] specified in
section 4 for each day during the period of residence :

Provided that the member shall not be entitled to daily allowance for any
day during that period of residence, unless the member—

(a) hasresided at such place for at least six hours on that day (not being
the day on which he departs finally from the place of that session or meeting
and does not return; and

(b) if the sessions or meeting is held on that day, he has except due to
illness or such final departure from such place, attended such session or
meeting on that day.

4. When Members entitled to draw travelling allowance.—Subject to the
provisions of these rules, no member shall be entitled to draw travelling
allowance under section 5 except for the first journey undertaken by him from
his usual place of residence for the purpose of attending a session of a House or
meeting of a Committee at the place where such session or meeting is held and
for the return journey there from whether before or after the termination of
the session, or close of the meeting :
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Provided that, where a member performs such journeys from a place other
than his usual place of residence, or returns to such place, he shall be entitled
to draw travelling allowance for the actual journey performed or the journey
from or to his usual place of residence, whichever is less.

5. Rate of travelling allowance.—(1) Subject to the provisions of these
rules, a member shall be entitled to draw travelling allowance under section 5,
for journeys described in that section undertaken by him for the class and at
the rates hereinafter provided, that is to say,—

if the journey is undertaken—

(a) by railway or steamer, the rate shall be one and one half of the fare
of the first class or as the case may be, by air conditioned two- tier or three
tier provided thereon;

(b) by road, the rate shall be fifteen rupees per kilometer;

(c) by sea or river in a steam launch, or in any vessel other than a
steamer, the rate shall be fifteen rupees per kilometer.

(2) (a) The allowance to be drawn under sub-rule (1) shall be calculated for
the shortest route, that is to say, the route by which a member may be the
ordinary modes of travelling most speedily reach his destination. Where more
routes than one are equally short, the fare or rate shall be calculated for the
cheapest route.

(aa) where it is not convenient for a member to travel by the shortest rout
for the reason that all trains, or, as the case may be, all steamers or steam launces
do not halt at a railway station or port nearest to the place where he oridnarily
resides or carries on business, he may travel by the route more convenient to
him, and in such case the travelling allowance shall be calculated for the route
by which he actually travelled.

(b) Where the shortest rout is temporarily closed, the extra allowance at
the fare or rate aforesaid may be allowed for the next shortest route.

(bb) If due to the timing of the arrival or departure of any steamer it is both
inconvenient and not possible to reach the place of session or meeting or, as
the case may be the place of residence, earlier, a Member may undertake journey
by the next shortest and cheapest land route and draw the travelling allowance
for such journey;

(c) In case of doubt or dispute as regards the shortest route the matter shall
be referred to the Chairman, or, as the case may be, the Speaker and the Chairman
or the Speaker shall decide the shortest route and such decision shall be final.

6. Member not entitled to allowances for attending meeting of Committee
in certain cases.—Notwithstanding anything contained in rules 3 and 4, a
member shall not be entitled to draw.—
HB 1838—3a
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(a) Travelling allowance, or daily allowance under the Act for
attending a meeting of a Committee on any day unless he attends such
meeting for atleast half the period of its duration on that day;

(b) Where a meeting of Committee is called when a House is in session,
travelling allowance, if he has already drawn travelling allownce for the
journey undertaken by him for attending the session:

Provided that the Chairman, or, as the case may be, the Speaker, may
sanction the grant of allowances under clause (a), if failure to attend the
meeting for the period aforesaid is satisfactorily explained. *

7. Travelling allowances for intermediate journeys.—(1) Where a session
of a House is held for a period exceeding fourteen days, then on the expiry of
any continuous period of fourteen days, a member, who after attending any seven
meetings during such period of fourteen days, leaves the place of session to any
place in the State of Maharashtra, shall be entitled to travelling allowance for
the journeys undertaken by him to such place and for returning there from for
attending the session, at the rate admissible under rule 5, provided that the
total amount of such travelling allowance does not exceed the total amount of
daily allowance, which would have been admissible to such member under the
Act for the days of absence, if he had not undertaken the journey.

(2) Notwithstanding anything contained in sub-rule (1), where such
journeys are undertaken at any time before the expiry of the said period of
fourteen days, they shall, for the purpose of sub-rule (1), also be deemed to
have been undertaken in accordance with the said sub-rule, if the Member has
attended seven meetings as required in the said sub-rule and the day or days
between the commencement of the journeys and the expiry of the said period
of fourteen days constitute unbroken period during which no meeting of the
house is held.

8. Allowances for attending the meetings of committee during
adjournment.—When a meeting of a Committee is adjourned for more than
ond day, and if a Member undertakes journey from the place where the meeting
is held to the place where he ordinarily resides or carries on business and
returns to the place where such meeting is held, he shall be entitled to draw
at his option either the daily allowance for the period of such journeys or the
travelling allowance.

9. Allownces admissible when Members attend session which is
adjourned.— Where a Member arrives at the place of session or meeting of a
Committee and such session or meeting is adjourned to a future date, if such
Member did not have notice sufficiently is advance of the adjournment he shall
be entiled to draw allowances in accordance with rule 8.
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10. Allowances for attending meetings of Committee held before or after
session.—Where a meeting of a Committee is held.—

(1) Not more than five days before the commencement of a session of a
House and is adjourned or terminated before the commencement of the
session then—

(a) If the member stays during the period between adjournment or
termination of the meeting and the commencement of the session at the place
where the meeting is held, such Member may draw daily allowance for each
day of his stay during such period at the rate specified in section 4 ;

(b) If during such period he visits the place where he ordinarily resides
or carries on business and returns therefrom for attending the meeting,
he may draw travelling allowance for the journeys undertaken by him. at
the rate admissible under rule 5, but the total amount of such travelling
allowance shall not exceed the amount of daily allowance that he would
have drawn if sub-clause (a) of this clause had applied to him.

(2) Not later than five days, after the adjournment or prorogation of a
session of a House, then,—

(a) If the Member stays during the period between the adjournment or
prorogation of the session and the commencement of the meeting at the place
where the session is held, such Member may draw daily allowance for each
day of his stay during such period at the rate specified in section 4 ;

(b) If during period he visits the place where he ordinarily resides or
carries on business and returns therefrom for attending the meeting, he
may draw travelling allowance for the journeys undertaken by him at the
rate admissible under rule 5, but the total amount of such travelling
allowance shall not exceed the amount of daily allowance that he would
have drawn if sub-clause (a) of this clause had applied to him.

10 A. Allowances for attending the office by the Chairmen of Committees.—
Where break between two successive days, when a Member transacts business
as a Chairman of a committee, does not exceed three days then if such a Member
visits during the said break, the place where he ordinarily resides or carries on
business and returns therefrom for transacting such business, he shall be
entitled to an amount equal to T. A. admissible under section 5 or the D. A.
admissible under section 4 had he stayed at place where the business had been
transacted, whichever is less.

11. Member resigning or ceasing to be Member after attending session or
meeting on any day entitled to salary and allowances for that day.—Where a
Member immediately after attending a session of a House or a meeting of a
Committee, resigns his seat or ceases to be a Member, he shall, notwithstanding
anything contained in these rules, be entitled to draw for the day on which he
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resigns or ceases to be a Member his salary, daily allowances and also travelling
allowance for the return journey to the place where he ordinarily resides or
carries on business, If he resides at the place where the session or meeting is
held for at least six hours on the day next succeeding to the day on which he
resigns or ceases to be a Member, he shall be entitled to daily allowance also
for such suceeding day.

12. Allowance not to be drawn if it is already drawn in another capacity .—
Notwithstanding anything contained in these rules, a Member shall not draw
travelling or daily allowance admissible under these rules, if for the same
journey or the same halt he has drawn travelling or daily allowance from the
Government treasury or from any other Government or semi Government body
in another capacity.

13. Travelling allowance may be drawn in advance.—A Member may draw
in advance travelling allowance for his final return Journey under these rules.

14. Daily allowance not to be paid in advance.—The daily allowance shall
not be paid in advance to any Member.

15. Audit of Bills.—(1) A Member claiming travelling or daily allowance
shall prepare a bill in that behalf ; and endorse thereon anyone of the certificates
in the following forms applicable to his claim, and present the bill to the
Maharashtra Legislature Secretariat :—

(3) The paid vouchers shall then be sent to the Accountant-General.
16. Residential accommodation.—Deleted:

16-A. Residential accommodation in Dak-Bungalows, etc.—When a
Member visits any place in the State of Maharashtra for the purposes of
attending to any business connected with his duties as a member, he shall, on
certifying to that effect, be provided with residential accomodation in a
Government Dak-Bungalow, inspection-Bunglow, Circuit House or Rest House
during the period of his stay at such place on such business on the same terms
and conditions on which Government Officers of Class I are provided with
accomodation therein when on duty.

17. Telephone facilities.—Where during session of a House, or a sitting
of a Committee, as the case may be (a Member who resides in a Legislators’
Hostel shau be entitled) to make local calls free of charge from the telephones
installed in the said Hostel and also the telephones installed for Members’ use
near the Assembly or Council Chambers.

18. Recovery of Government and other dues from the Members’ bills.—

(1) Whenever any Government dues, such as house rent, telephone dues
etc., are reported to be outstanding against a member and appropriate claims
or bills in support thereof are received from the authority concerned and where
such member, in spite of repeated requests, had failed to make payment of such
dues, an amount equivalent to such dues shall be deducted from the next salary
or travelling and daily allowances bills to be prepared for and on behaof of the
Member and the balance shall be paid to him.

(2) Ordinarily any non-Government dues outstanding against a Member
shall not be recovered from his salaries or allowances but where such dues are
on account of certain services rendered to him in the course of his parliamentary
duties, such as, when he is on tour with a Committee and the arrangement for
such services have been made by or at the instance of semi-Government
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institutions or private parties at the request of officers of the Maharashtra
Legislature Secretariat, and where such Member, in spite of repeated requests,
had failed to make payment of such dues, recovery thereof may be effected from
the salary or travelling or daily allowances bills of such member.

19. Payment of dues to deceased Member.—(1) Salary and allowances of a
deceased Member shall be drawn for the day on which he died irrespective of
the time of his death.

(2) Where any sum standing to the credit of any deceased member as
salary or allowances or the balance thereof (after deducting any lawful dues)
has become payable, the Officer whose duty it is to make the payment may,
without requiring the production of’the usual legal claiming it on behalf of the
deceased Member,—

(1) Where the sum or, as the case may be, the balance does not exceed
Rs. 8000 under the orders of the Collector of the District in which the deceased
member ordinarily resided or carried on business immediately before his death,
after making such inquiry into the right and title of the claimant as may be
deemed sufficient ;

(i1) Where the sum or, as the case may be, the balance payable exceeds
Rs. 8,000 under the orders of the Chairman or the Speaker (such order being
passed after the Chairman or, as the case may be, the Speaker is satisfied as
respects the right and title of the claimant and is of the opinion that undue
hardship will be caused to the claimant by insisting on the production of the
usual legal authorities) on the claimant executing an indemnity bond with such
sureties as the Chairman or the Speaker may require.

(3) Notwithstanding anything contained in sub-rule (2), where there is any
doubt as respects the right and title of the claimant no payment shall be made
unless the claimant produces probate or letters of administration evidencing
the grant to him of administration to the estate of the deceased member or
certificate granted under the Indian Succession Act, 1925, or under the Bombay
Regulation VIII of 1827, entitling the holder thereof to receive payment of the
sum or balance.

No. TRA-1463-1024-XVIII, dated 25th July 1967, members of the Maharashtra
Legislature Members of the Parliament have been permitted to draw
travelling allowance at the rates admissible to them as members of Legislature/
Parliament, as the case may be, for journeys undertaken by them as non-official
Members of Committee is a State, Divisional, District or a Taluka Level
Committee. In pursuance of this decision, sub-rule (2) of rule 1, in section I of
Appendix XLII-A to Bombay Civil Services Rules, Volume II was amended
accordingly. As this decision refers to the Rates’ at which the travelling
allowance daily allowance is to be drawn by the Members of the Maharashtra
State Legislature/Members of Parliament, a doubt has been raised as to
whether such members are to be governed by the Bombay Civil Services Rules
in all the matters concerning the travelling allowance and daily allowance.
Government is pleased to direct that in all such matters, including the journeys
to appear as witness before Commission of Enquiry or Committee etc. the
members should be governed by the provisions relating to the Allowances of
Members of the Legislature/Parliament and not by the rules in the Bombay
Civil Services Rules. Accordingly,the following further amendments should
be made in the Bombay Civil Services Rules, Volume II:—
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AMENDMENTS

I. In appendix XLII to the Bombay Civil Services Rules, 1959, Volume II
(hereinafter referred to as “the principal rules”) under the heading Section
I-General”-

(1) In the paragraph with the title’ Instruction’, the following shall be added
at the end, namely :—

“In the case of Members of the Maharashtra State Legislature and of
the Parliament, the payment of Travelling Allowance (including daily
allowance, incidental charges on rail and steamer journeys and road
mileage) for journeys undertaken by them for performing any of their duties
as, members of or as witnesses before any Committee or Body appointed
by the State Government shall be made in accordance with the law relating
to allowances of Members of the Maharashtra State Legislature or, as the
case may be, of the Parliament as if the journeys were undertaken for the
purpose of transacting any business connected with their duties as
Members of the State Legislature, or, as the case may be, of the Parliament.”;

(2) In rule 1, sub-rule (2) shall be deleted.
II. In Appendix XLII-B to the principal rules, section IV shall be deleted.

2. These orders take effect from the date of issue and pending cases may be
decided in accordance with them. Cases already decided should not be re-opened.

(FREE TRANSIT BY ROAD TRANSPORT SERVICE)
RULES, 1961

1. (I) These rules may be called the Maharashtra Legislature Members’
(Free Transit by Road Transport Service) Rules, 1961.

(2) They shall be deemed to have come into force with effect from 29th
December 1960.

2. Subject to the provisions of these rules, every Member of the
Maharashtra Legislative Assembly and the Maharashtra Legislative Council
shall be provided by the Secretary, Maharashtra Legislature Secretariat, with
an Identity-cum-Road Journey Card (hereinafter in these rules referred to the
“Card”) in the form in the Appendix, which shall entitle him, either singly or
jointly with his spouse or companion to travel free of change,-

(a) by the service busess of the Bombay Electric Supply and Transport
Undertaking, Bombay (hereinafter referred to as the “Undertaking”) ; and

(b) by the service or luxury buses of the Maharashtra State Road
Transport Corporation, Bombay and the Maharashtra Tourism
Development Corporation Limited] (hereinfter referred to as the
2A. (Deleted.) “Corporation”

3. A Member provided with the Card under rule 2 shall be entitled to
travel on the authority of the card at any time in any part of the State in which
the service buses of the Corporation or the Undertaking operate.

4. (Deleted).

5. A Member shall on demand by the conductor or any other officer of the
Undertaking or as the case may be, the Corporation, duly authorised in that
behalf, produce his Card for inspection.

6. A Member may travel in any class, Wherever there is more than one
class of accommodation in a bus.

7. A Member shall be entitled to carry luggage free of charge as is
permissible for the class in which he travels and the Member shall have to pay
for the excess luggage, if any, at the rates prescribed in that behalf by the
undertaking or the Corporation.

8. The card granted under the rule shall be valid only during the period
the holder continues to be a Member of the council or, as the case may be of the
Assembly and the holder shall return the card to the secretary, Maharashtra
Legislature Secretariat, as soon as he ceases to be a Member of the Council, or
as the case may be, of the Assembly.
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9. When a Member losses his Indentity Card he shall immeditely report
the fact of such loss to the Maharashtra Legislature Secretariat. On receipt of
such report and after expiry of one month from the date thereof, a fresh Card
may be issued to the Member on his payment of Re. 1. If the Identity Card is
subsequently found, it shall be surrendered to the Maharashtra Legislature
Secretariat forthwith.

(FREE TRANSIT BY RAILWAY) RULES, 1965

1. Short title of commencement.—(1) These rules may be called the
Maharashtra Legislature Members’(FreeTransit by railway) rules, 1965.

(2) These rules shall come into force on the date notified under section 5AC
of the Act.

2. Definitions.—In these rules, unless the context requires otherwise,—

(a) “Act” means the Maharashtra Legislature Members Salaries and
Allowances Act (Bom. XLIX of 1956) ;

(b) “Coupon Book” means a rail travel coupon book issued to a member
under these rules ;

(c) “Member” means a Member of the Maharashtra Legislative
Assembly, or as the case may be, of the Maharashtra Legislative Council,;

(d) “Secretary” means the Secretary, Maharashtra Legislature
Secretariat.

[3. Members to be provided with coupon books.—(1) Subject to the
provisions of section 5-AC of the Act and these rules every members shall be
provided by the Secretary with,—

(a) a set of three coupon books each of the value of Rs. 5,000 which shall
entitle him to travel singly by first class or as the case may be by air
conditioned two tier or three tier by any railway in any part of'the State
ofMaharashtra, and

(b) a set of three coupon books each of the value of Rs. 5,000 which shall
entitle him to travel singly outside the State of Maharashtra and the spouse
and minor children or companion jointly with the member whether within
the State of Maharashtra or outside so, however that the aggregate journey
performed on this set of coupon books does not exceed thirty thousand
kilometres in a financial year:

Provided that, the coupons can be used for the payment of ares of ticket,
reservation fee, supplementary charge on superfast trains and sleeper sur-
charge for sleeping accommodation only at the station counter:

Provided further that on production of receipt for cash payment of such
surcharge or reservation charge, as the case may be, enroute, the Secretary
shall reimburse the said surcharge or reservation charge, as the case may be,
enroute, the Secretary shall reimburse the said surcharge or reservation
charges to the member.
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(2) Where the Secretary is satisfied that purchase of a first class season
ticket for any journey within the State by the member for himself by rail is more
economical than usc of coupons for such journey, he may permit the member to
use the coupons mentioned in para (a) of sub-rule 1 above for purchase of'such
first class season ticket.

4. Requisition for supply of coupon books.—(1) The Secretary shall,
whenever necessary, make a requisition to the General Manager, Central
Railway, Bombay, for the supply of coupon books for use by the Member under
and in accordance with these rules.

(2) On receipt of such requisition, the General Manager, Central Railway,
Bombay, shall supply the Secretary sets of first class coupon books referred to
in rule 3 which can be used for travel by two tier or three tier on any Indian
Railway in any part of India whether within the State or outside the State of
Maharashtra, as the case may be], by the member and raise the necessary debit
against the Maharashtra State Government.

5. Money value of rail travel coupon books.—(1) Rail travel coupons shall
be available in books, each containing money value coupons for Rs. 1,600 of such
denominations as Secretary, Maharashtra Legislature Secretariat may deem
fit in consultation with the railway authorities.

(2) Each coupon book will be numbered with the book number, and each
coupon therein with the book number and coupon number, in serial order.

6. Price of coupon books.—Deleted.
7. Certificate on coupon books.—Every coupon book shall be affixed with
one of the following apropriate certificate by the Secretary, namely :—

“T Shri/Smt./KUmMAT .....cccoeeeeiiiiiiiiiiiiiiireeereeeeee e e e e e e e e e e e e e e e hereby declare
that the coupon will be used by me for the journey as per the provisions of poviso
to section 5AC(1) of the Maharashtra Legislative Members’ Salaries and
Allowance Act (Bom. XLIX of 1956) and the rules framed thereunder.”

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[9. Number of coupon books to be used at a time and their availability.—
(1) Except issue of first set of coupon books under clause (a) of sub-rule (1) of
rule 3, no fresh coupon books shall be issued unless the Member furnishes to
the Secretary an account of the used coupons in either of the appropriate forms
prescribed under the schedule appended to these rules and the Secretary is
satisfied that the coupon book previously issued to such Member have been used
by him/her or returned by him/her to the Secretary on or before the last day of
the period of validity :

Provided that when no such account is furnished by the Member or it is
reported by him that such books are lost and as such he is unable to render
such account, the Secretary shall recover money value of such coupons or
coupon books, as the case may be, from the travelling and daily allowances
payable to the Member.

(2) Where any unused coupons are not returned by the Member before the
exipiry of the period of validity the cost thereof shall be recovered by the
Secretary from the travelling and daily allowances payable to the Member:

Provided that of, in the opinion of the Secretary, it was not possible to
recover the cost of such unused coupons from any member as aforesaid, it may
be recovered from him after he ceased to be a member of either House by the
Collector as arrears of land revenue.

(3) The coupon book shall be available for use only by the member whose

name is specified thereon for the journeys contemplated in section 5AC of
the Act.

(4) The coupon books issued under these rules shall be valid for the period
of three years from the date of issue by the Railway to the Secretary, Maharashtra
Legislature Secretariat. The date will be indicated on the coupon books.

10. Coupon books and coupons not transferable.—(1) The coupon books
issued under these rules and the coupons therein shall be non-transferable and
shall be used only for journeys by the persons in whose favour they are issued.

(2) In the event of any person ceasing to be a member, the coupon books
shall be returned to the Secretary.

11. Method of purchasing tickets with coupons.—(1) Any Member desiring
to undertake a journey either singly or jointly with spouse or jointly with spouse
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and minor children shall present the appropriate coupon book to the booking clerk
without detaching any coupon therefrom. Loose coupons, i.e. coupons detached
from a coupon book, shall not be accepted in any circumstances.

(2) The booking clerk shall personally remove from the coupon book the
number of coupons necessary for the journey. Before removing the coupons, the
booking clerk may ask the holder of the coupons book to show his Identity Card
and to write his or her signature on a piece of paper for the purpose of comparing
it with the signature in the coupon book. Where coupons, in excess of those
actually required, arc detached from a coupon book by a booking clerk, a suitable
remark such as “wrongly detached” shall be made by the booking clerk on the
back of the detached coupons and the loose coupons with the remark so made
shall be accepted when presented for the issue of a ticket, provided the coupon
book from which the coupons have been detached, is produced.

(3) In exchange for the coupons, the booking clerk shall issue a single
journey ticket or first class season ticket.] as may be required, after scoring out
the fare printed thereon and writing on the reverse of the ticket or first class
season ticket in red ink the words “R.T. coupons for Members only.”

Explanation.—If rail travel coupons from two different coupon books issued
in favour of the same Member are presented for issue of tickets or first class
season ticket they shall, subject to the provisions of this rule, be accepted by
the booking clerk.

12. Identity of Member.—A Member when travelling with the ticket issued
to him under rule 11 shall keep with him his identity card containing his
photograph duly attested by the Secretary and Producer the same when
demanded by the railway authorities.

13. Availability of a tickets issued on rail travel coupons.—The period of
availability of a ticket shall, having regard to the date on which it is issued, be
the same as for ordinary tickets.

14. Pilgrim and terminal taxes.—When issuing a ticket in exchange for a
rail travel coupon for journeys to and from stations at which pilgrim or terminal
taxes are leviable, the pilgrim or terminal tax shall be collected in cash from
the person presenting the coupon. The amount of tax so collected shall be entered
on the face of ticket.
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15. Luggage.—A member shall be entitled to carry such luggage free of
charge as is permisible on first class, ordinary tickets, and the member shall
pay in cash for the excess luggage, if any, at the luggage rate prescribed by the
Railway Administration concerned.

16. Unexchanged coupons.—Any member found travelling on
unexchanged rail travel coupon shall be considered as travelling without a ticket,
and shall be liable to the prescribed penalties. In such cases, the fares and excess
charges shall be paid by such member in cash.

17. Use of coupons.—No rail travel coupon shall be used for any purpose
expert for the purpose of exchanging them for passenger tickets at the booking
office of the railway concerned for journeys within the State of Maharashtra
for outside, as the case may be and the coupons shall not in any circumstance
be accepted by the Railway Administration towards payment of any other
charges, such as luggage charges.

18. Confiscation of coupons.—The Railway Administration may confiscate
a coupon book on proof that the conditions on which it has been issued have not
been observed before doing so, it should refer the matter to the Secretary and
obtain his approval for such confiscation. On such confiscation, the value of the
coupon books shall be refunded to the Secretary.

19. Refunds.—(1) Refund on unused coupons returned to the Railway
Administration concerned by the Secretary. Maharashtra Legislature
Secretariat will be granted after deduction of 10 per cent on the value of unused
coupons provided they are returned to the Railway within one month after the
period of their validity.

(2) Subject to Railway Rules, refunds shall be admissible on an unused or
partly used ticket on its presentation to the Railway Administration, refunds
shall, in all cases, be made only to the Secretary, Maharashtra Legislature
Secretariat and not to individual Members.

20. Rules 10 to 19 to be printed on coupon books.—Each coupon book shall
have printed thereon in extenso the provisions of rules 10 to 19, both inclusive.

1. (1) This Order may called the Bombay Legislature Members’ (Facilities
to Physically Handicapped Members) Order, 1969.

(2) It shall be deemed to have come into force from the 1st day of
November 1968.

2. Any Members who is blind or who is otherwise physically handicapped,
and who, in the opinion of the Chairman or the Speakers is in need of assistance
to carry on the duties of office of member, may be provided by the State
Government with the services of such person who may be also to assist such
Member to discharge the duties of his office, but such person shall be entitled
to enter or sit in the House for assisting such Member.

HB 1838—26a
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12. *THE MAHARASHTRA LEGISLATURE MEMBERS’
(APPOINTMENT OF PERSONAL ASSISTANT)
RULES, 1981

1. Short title and commencement.—(1) These rules may be called
the Maharashtra Legislature Members’ (Appointment of Personal Assistant)
Rules, 1981.

(2) These rules, except sub-rule (2) of rule 4, shall be deemed to have come
into force with effect from the 1st April 1981. Sub-rule (2) of rule 4 shall come
into force on the 1st day of the month succeeding the month in which these rules
are issued.

2. Definitions.—In these rules, unless the context otherwise requires,—

(a) “Act” means the Maharashtra Legislature Members’s Salaries and
Allowances Act (Bom. XLIX of 1956) ;

(b) “‘Member” means a member of the Assembly or the Council, as the
case may be, but does not include a Minister, a Minister of State or a
Deputy Minister, or the Chairman or the Deputy Chairman or the
Speaker or the Deputy Speaker, or a Leader of Opposition or a salaried
Parliamentary Secretary;

(c) “Personal Assistant” means a person appointed by the member at
his descretion as a personal assistant under sub-section (3) of section 6 of
the Act.

3. Free service of personal assistant.—EveryMember shall be entitled free
of charge to the services of a personal asssistant throughout his term of office.

4. Appointment of Personal Assistant.—(1) The Member may appoint any
person, other than the member of his family, as his personal assistant.

(2) The person appointed as personal assistant shall possess minimum
educational qualification of having passed the matriculation or its equivalent
examination like the Secondary School Certificate Examination held by any
Statutory Board, which is the requisite qualification prescribed by Government
for recruitment to the post of a clerk in a Government office, and the fact that
the person appointment is a matriculate shall be certified by the member
appointing the personal assistant

Explanations.—For the purposes of this rule, the expression “a member of his
family means the husband, wife, son, daughter, father, mother, brother or sister.”

5. Appointment or termination order.—The appointment or termination
order in respect of a personal assistant shall be in Form ‘A’ appended to these
rules. The appointment of personal assistant, unless, terminated earlier shall
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be co-terminus with the term of office of the Member. The member shall forward
a copy of the appointment order to the termination order, as the case may be to
the office-in-charge of the Treasury or Sub-Treasury, from where the Member
draws his salary, the Secretary to the Maharashtra Legislature and also to the
personal assistant.

6. Remuneration of Personal Assistant.—(1) The personal assistant shall
be entitled to a remuneration of [Rs. 15,000] per month as long as he is working
with the Member. He shall not be entitled to any travelling or daily allowance
or any other allowances.

(2) The personal assistant shall prefer his claim for remuneration with the
Treasury or Sub-Teasurey from where the member draws his salary. The claim
shall be counter-signed by the Member with whom the Personal Assistant is
working and the personal assistant shall receive the remuneration from such
Treasury or Sub-Treasurey,

7. Personal assistant not a Government Servant.—A person appointed as
personal assistant under these rules shall not be treated as a Government
Servant for any purpose.

GOVERNMENT RESOLUTION

Resolution issued vide above under reference Government Resolution is
being hereby superseded vide this Government Resolution and the Government
has taken decision in this context as follows:—

The Members of the Legislature have to make tours from time to time
for performing work in public interest in the State. At present the
Government vehicle is provided to them for 15 days in a month by the
concerned Collector for making tour in their constituency. However, such
vehicle is never available immediately. Moreover sometimes cars which are
available are also not in a good condition. Therefore, the members cause
inconvenience due to lack of vehicle. In such circumstances it has become
very necessary for the members to give their own vehicle. Considering this
fact the question of providing same facilities to members in respect of
purchasing a new motor car was under consideration of the Government.

2. In this context, the Government has decided that the Members of
Legislature should take a loan upto maximum limit of Rs. 5,00,000 through the
Bank or other sources for purchasing new car and an amount of interest upto
rate of 10 per cent of the rate of interest on the loan amount or in case a loan is
obtained at lower rate than the said rate, an amount of interest actually charged.
Only for the period which is stipulated by the Bank or Financial Institution or
for the period of maximum 5 years from the date on whcih loan is taken,
whichever is less shall be paid or reimbursed by the Government. The said
amount shall be remitted to the Bank or other Financial Institution or
reimbursement to the members by the Maharashtra Legislature Secretariat as
specified in following paragraph No. 4 subject to the terms and conditions
mentioned as follows :—

(A) The instalment of principal amount of the loan and interest theron
shall be deposited by the members regularly within the period stipulated
by the Bank or other Financial Institution.
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(B) When the amount of interest is to be remitted by the Government
directly in Bank or Financial Institution the members taking loan must hold
the account in Mumbai only.

(C) The members having loan accounts in Bank/Financial Institution
other than Mumbai, should initially deposited their instalment of principal
amount of the loan and amount of the interest in the Bank and Financial
Institution and out of this interest amount, amount of 10 per cent of simple
interest or amount of simple interest at the rate less than rate which is
actually charged shall be reimbursed by Legislature Secretariat after proper
receipts or concerned. papers are produced.

(D) If a member does not remit amount of loan or interest or both within
stipulated period which is due to Bank or Financial Institution from them,
then the concession of the said remittance of the amount of interest shall
not be made by Legislature Secretariat unless the member remits entire
arrears or penal interest thereon if any due from him.

(E) After the loan is sanctioned to the Members of Legislature, the
attested copy of loan agreement along with the statement of loan repayment
should be furnished to the Maharashtra Legislature Secretariat and to
Parliamentary Affairs Department for information. If any change in date
of interest of loan takes place then a copy of revised statement of repayment
of loan should be furnished to Legislature Secretariat and the
Parliamentary Affairs Department. Thereafter the members will have to
pay the instalment of principal amount and interest thereon within the
period prescribed by a Bank or Financial Institution and out of interest on
the principal amount of the said loan amount 10 per cent amount of simple
interest or amount of the interest of the interest rate less than that actually
charged will be remitted to Bank or Financial Institutions through the
Legislature Secretariat.

(F) If any member, has been removed on account of his disqualifica-
tion before the repayment of the loan including the interest thereon, then
the facility received by that member under the said scheme will be
discontinued with effect from that date.

(G) Even if the member has been elected or nominated for more than
one term, he will get this facility once only.

3. The Presiding Officers, Ministers, Ministers of State and Leaders of
the Opposition can avail this facility which is applicable under the said scheme
as the Member of Legislature.

4. The necessary action is taken by the Maharashtra Legislature
Secretariat for paying the amount of salaries and allowances and amounts in
respect of other facilities admissible to the Members of Legislature. For this
purpose necessary action should be taken by Legislature Secretariat for

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remitting 10 per cent amount on interest out of interest on the loan taken by
the members for purchasing a new motor car as per this Government Resolution
or the amount of interest less than that rate and amount actually charged by
the Bank or Financial Institutions or for making reimbursement of the said
amount to the members accordingly.

5. This Government Resolution is being made applicable from 24th April
1998.
