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Biennial Election to Mahrashtra Legislative
Council, 2026

The Election Commission of India has declared a programme

of Biennial Election to the Maharashtra Legislative Council by the
members of the Maharashtra Legislative Assembly. Accordingly,
the said programme of the Biennial Election is to commence from
23" April, 2026 and the last date of making nominations is
30" April, 2026. Also, the poll, if required, will be taken on
12" May, 2026.

In pursuance of the directions issued by the Election
Commission of India, a 24x7 Control Room has been put into
operation at Room No. 123, First Floor, Vidhan Bhavan,
Mumbai — 400032 from 23" April, 2026 till the completion of the
electoral process in order to attend all complaints submitted by
people with regard to but not restricted to undue influence by
offering cash or kind to a voter with a view to getting his/her vote,
any type of threat, coercion to voters in the free exercise of
franchise, misuse of the state machinery for electoral gains, partisan
attitude or unbecoming conduct of connected election
officers/police officers adversely affecting the fairness of poll etc.
Whoever wishes to submit a complaint in respect of the said

election may submit the same in the aforementioned control room.
